Mr. Andrew Franco appeared requesting approval of the occupancy to continue the present operation of an existing Auto Repair.  This is a change of ownership only. 
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Chairman Hennion read a letter of intent into the record. The anticipated hours of operation will be Monday through Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m., Saturday from 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. and Sunday from 9:00am. To 3:00pm. There will be two employees.  
Mr. Franco testified as to the nature of the business indicating the sale of new and used tires plus auto repair. His intension is to store approximately 200 tires under an 18x40 canopy outside the rear of the building. He also indicated that he is requesting a 30 ft. sign to replace the existing. sign, which is smaller.

After a discussion of the outside storage, the Planning Board determined that a diagram would need to be submitted prior to any decision by the Board. The applicant also agreed to reduce the size of his sign to meet the Boro Ordinance.

Mr. Andrew Franco, supervisor, appeared requesting approval for the occupancy of approximately 3,675 sq. ft. within a garage at this location for the storage of vehicles and equipment for the paving company. 
Chairman Hennion read a letter of intent into the record. The anticipated hours of operation would be six days per week from 7:00am to 6:00pm. 

Mr. Franco testified that he would also occupy approximately 100’ by 100’ portion of the yard for storage purposes.  Mr. Franco indicated that the storage area would be for parking vehicles and equipment.  It is his intent to fit as many vehicles as possible, depending on the size of the vehicles, within the enclosed garage area.  He further confirmed that vehicle and equipment repairs, oil and tire changes would be performed within the garage and that there would be no repairs of vehicles or equipment outside of the garage area. Mr. Franco further testified that no construction materials would be stored onsite and that no improvements to the site are proposed. With respect to signage, a 2’x2’ sign will be placed on the entrance door.
A motion was offered by Commissioner Campilango and seconded by Commissioner Paese to approve the application for occupancy as presented. This approval is subject to and contingent upon the following conditions and will be memorialized in a Resolution at a future date:

1. The construction of internal partitions, exits, entrances and fire safety devices are subject to and require the approval of the fire sub-code official, the fire inspector and the building inspector.

2. The applicant will supply the Chief of Police with an emergency contact list and will also obtain the approval of the Police Chief in regards to all alarms and security devices.

3. There will be no outside storage of construction materials.

4. The anticipated hours of operation will be six days a week from 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.

Outside Storage Tanks & Extended Work Hours

Mr. Moustafa Malas of 36 Cameron Road in Saddle River, NJ, reappeared to discuss the changes made to his application for an amended site plan. 
Mr. Malas provided revised plans, prepared by J. Peter Borbas dated February 11, 2013, which depict all of the changes proposed in order to conform to the International Fire Code as well as the recommendations of the Borough of Totowa Fire Official. There were no members of the public present expressing an interest in this application.

The space to be occupied for biodiesel production is approximately 2,000 square feet.  The remaining portion of the tenant’s occupied portion of the building will be for the continued recycling of used vegetable oil. 
The proposed 8,000 gallon methanol storage tank will be located within a contained area and will be located 33 feet away from the building and 26 feet away from the property line.  The applicant has agreed to extend the fire-rated walls to separate the two tenants at the building.  The applicant will also install a fire suppression deluge system if it uses polyethylene tanks. There will be approximately two to three employees onsite at all times and the hours of operation will be 24 hours per day, 7 days per week 

After a discussion, consideration of the plans, testimony and application, the Planning Board determined that the proposed amended site plan approval has met the minimum requirements of the Municipal Land Use Law, case law, and Borough Ordinances and grants the relief being requested. 
A motion was offered by Commissioner Campilango and seconded by Commissioner Paese to approve the application for the amended site plan as presented. This approval is subject to and contingent upon the following conditions and will be memorialized in a Resolution at a future date:

1. The review and approval of the Borough of Totowa Sewer Department.
2. The review and approval of a fire suppression system in regard to the tanks by the Borough Fire Marshal/Fire Official.
3. The applicant will comply with all appropriate regulations of the International Fire Code, which shall be subject to the review and approval of the Borough Fire Marshal/Fire Official.
4. The approval of NJDEP and the Federal Environmental Protection Agency, if required
5. The applicant stipulates that there will be no noise or odor beyond the lot line that would impact adjacent properties.
6. All previous approvals and conditions for this operation will remain in effect.
