Mr. Edwin Paradis and Carmen Tejada appeared to continue their request of approval for the occupancy and continued operation of an existing Auto Repair.  The applicant supplied the Planning Board members with a picture of the proposed 18’ x 30’ canopy and a diagram as to its proposed location in the rear of the building. 
Mr. Paradis also testified that 50% of his business is the sale of new and used tires and 50% is auto repair. His intension is to store approximately 200 tires under an 18’x30’ canopy outside the rear of the building. He also indicated that he is requesting a 2’x15’ sign to replace the existing sign.
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Planning Board members expressed their concerns regarding screening and location of canopy in proximity to adjoining residences. After a discussion of the outside storage and location of the canopy, the Planning Board determined that Building Code office would need to be contacted for placement of canopy in order to meet all Boro Setback requirements. It was also decided that the canopy should have enclosed sides.
A motion was offered by Commissioner Paese and seconded by Vice Chairman Coiro to approve the application for occupancy as presented. This approval is subject to and contingent upon the following conditions and will be memorialized in a Resolution at a future date:

1. The construction of internal partitions, exits, entrances and fire safety devices are subject to and require the approval of the fire sub-code official, the fire inspector and the building inspector.

2. The applicant will supply the Chief of Police with an emergency contact list and will also obtain the approval of the Police Chief in regards to all alarms and security devices.

3. There will be no long term outside storage of vehicles. There will be no vehicles for sale on the premises.
4. The applicant stipulates that all work on the vehicles will be done inside the building.

5. The disposal of waste oil will meet any and all regulations of appropriate agencies.

6. There will be no storage of tires outside the enclosed canopy. Old tires shall be removed from the site two to three times per week or as deemed necessary at the sole discretion of the Boro Construction Code Official.
7. The anticipated hours of operation will be Monday through Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m., Saturday from 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. and Sunday from 9:00am. To 3:00pm. There will be two employees.  
8. The applicant will contact the Building Code Official regarding the outside storage and canopy in order to meet all Boro Setback requirements.

Ms. Rosemary Yachouh appeared requesting approval for the occupancy of approximately 23,675 sq. ft. of retail space for a wide variety of products. Departments would include Electronics, Home & Garden, Seasonal, Health and Beauty, Apparel, Small Appliances, Candy, Sealed Snacks, Pet Supplies, Furniture and Toys.
Acting Chairman Campilango read a letter of intent into the record. The anticipated hours of operation would be Monday through Saturday from 10:00am to 9:00pm and Sunday from 10:00am to 6:00pm. There will be fifteen full and part time employees.
Ms. Yachouh testified as to the nature of the business explaining that products are closeout items and the inventory changes often. Four replacement signs are proposed; a 4’x12’ sign over the entrance, a 8’4”x23’ pre-lit roof sign, a replacement sign on the pylon located on Route 46 and a replacement sign on the pylon located on Lackawanna Avenue. All proposed signs would be no larger than previously approved.
