Mr. Anthony Sartori, attorney for the applicant and Ms. Helena Dane of 121 Glen Road in Woodcliff Lake appeared requesting approval to occupy 20,000 sq. ft. of space for product storage on the first floor and 6,600 sq. ft. of office space on the second floor.  The nature of the business is the importing and distribution of vinegar, olive oil and related canned food products for sale mainly to the trade.
Chairman Hennion read a letter of intent into the record. The anticipated hours of operation will be primarily Monday through Friday from 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. with Saturday hours when necessary.  There will be ten employees.  Adequate onsite parking is provided.
Ms. Dane gave further testimony as to the nature of the business, indicating that the purpose of the application is to enable Food Specialties to consolidate its operations into one building. She also indicated that parking is sufficient for this proposed use because it is not a retail operation.  Ms. Dane also confirmed that there would be no long-term storage of product or ingredients in tanker trucks or trailers on the site.  With regard to signage, Ms. Dane proposed to install a building façade sign in the space provided for the existing signage and be no larger. She also indicated that propose to install directional signs.
A motion was offered by Commissioner Campilango and seconded by Commissioner Festa to approve the application for occupancy as presented. This approval is subject to and contingent upon the following conditions and will be memorialized in a Resolution at a future date:
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1. The construction of internal partitions, exits, entrances and fire safety devices are subject to and require the approval of the fire sub-code official, the fire inspector and the building inspector.

Outside Storage Tanks & Extended Work Hours
Mr. Moustafa Malas of 36 Cameron Road in Saddle River, NJ appeared requesting approval for an amended site plan to add a biodiesel production operation to the previous April 2011 approval for the recycling of used cooking oil. 

Chairman Hennion read a letter of intent into the record. The applicant’s intent is to convert the recycled used cooking oil into biodiesel and glycerin by reacting with Methanol. The proposed anticipated hours of operation would be seven days, 24 hours.   There will be two to three employees employees. 
Mr. Moustafa Malas testified as to the specifics of the production process. Mr. Mark Anias appeared as a Storage Tank expert and testified as to the safety of the tanks and that this process is a closed system operation.

The planning Board Engineer reviewed his letter of January 7, 2013.  Planning Board members were concerned about the safety of the operation and storage of Methanol. It was recommended that the Fire Marshall/OEM Director/Safety Director be contacted and supply input to the Planning Board members.
