Mr. Thomas Quirico (74 Central Ave, Hackensack, NJ) attorney for the applicant and Mr. Nelson Bueno appeared requesting approval to occupy 10,000 sq. ft. of parking area and 350 sq. ft. of office space to operate a used car lot for the primary purposed of the sale of vehicles only. This location was previously used for the same operation. 
Chairman Hennion read a letter of intent into the record. The anticipated hours of operation will be Monday thru Saturday from 9:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. There will be two full time employees.  Shared on-site parking spaces are provided for the complex.
Mr. Bueno testified that there would be five designated parking spaces on site for use by customers and employees. Mr. Bueno indicated that he would be installing two 3x5 signs, one on the building and one on the existing pylon.  During a discussion regarding the signs it was discovered that the 3x5 sign intended for the pylon would encroach on the county right-of-way, and therefore would need county approval.  Mr. Sanford, the property owner testified that the pole has been on the corner of his property for the past 45 years and the county had approved previous signs. Mr. Sanford did not have evidence of county approval.

Mr. Bueno also testified that there would be no vehicle repairs or damaged vehicles on the premises.
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After a discussion, a motion was offered by Commissioner Campilango and seconded by Commissioner Festa to approve the application for occupancy as presented. This approval is subject to and contingent upon the following conditions and will be memorialized in a Resolution at a future date:

1. The construction of internal partitions, exits, entrances and fire safety devices are subject to and require the approval of the fire sub-code official, the fire inspector and the building inspector.

2. The applicant will supply the Chief of Police with an emergency contact list and will also obtain the approval of the Police Chief in regards to all alarms and security devices.

3. There will be no outside storage of equipment/materials. The applicant testified that there would be no vehicle repairs or damaged vehicles stored on the premises
4. There will be one 3x5 sign located on the building not to exceed the roofline or exceed 15 sq. ft.  The pylon sign shall not encroach on county right-of-way unless approval is granted and evidence provided.
5. The anticipated hours of operation will be Monday thru Saturday from 9:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. 
6. All previously approved conditions for this type of operation will remain in effect.

Major Site Plan Approval

Mr. Philip Morin, attorney for the applicant appeared requesting Preliminary and Final Major Site Plan Approval for a Data Center. The applicant proposes to convert an existing one-story warehouse to a data center, construct a new one-story 30,642 sq. ft. building, install generators within a new paved area, construct an electrical substation within a new gravel yard, install water tanks and water chillers, construct a new detention system, construct new parking areas, and install new site lighting with associated improvements. The applicant indicated that this is a phased project.  Variances required are as follows: driveway width-44’ where 36’ is permitted, parking-in front yard where none is permitted, side yard setback 75.28’ where 100’ is required, and site clearing and proposed chain link fence within 100’ buffer. 
Mr. William Pavola, Project Director testified as to the overall project and proposed generators, as shown on a site plan marked as Exhibit A1.

Mr. Leonard Ruff, Architect gave detailed testimony regarding the new UPS utility building, and the proposed improvements to be completed to the existing warehouse building on plans marked as Exhibit A2 consisting of 4 pages. Mr. Ruff also discussed the proposed ventilation and cooling for the buildings, and discussed fire protection.
A motion was offered by Commissioner Campilango and seconded by Commissioner Murphy to open the public portion of the meeting.
