2. The applicant will supply the Chief of Police with an emergency contact list and will also obtain the approval of the Police Chief in regards to all alarms and security devices.

3. There will be no outside storage of equipment/materials.
4. The applicant agreed there would be no waiter or waitress service.
5. There will be one existing neon sign in the window, with no additional neon signs to be added. 
6. The anticipated hours of operation will be primarily seven days a week Monday thru Friday from 6:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. and Saturday and Sunday from 6:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m..
