Ms. Elizabeth Kim, the applicant, appeared requesting approval to occupy 400 sq. ft. for the retail sale of ladies accessories such as jewelry, gift items and scarfs. Ms. Kim testified as to the nature of the business. She also indicated that there would be no interior construction and the only change would be a re-lettering of the existing awning.
Chairman Hennion read a letter of intent into the record. The anticipated hours of operation will be Monday thru Saturday from 10:00 am to 7:00 pm. There will be two employees.
A motion was offered by Commissioner Campilango and seconded by Commissioner Murphy to approve the application for occupancy as presented. This approval is subject to and contingent upon the following conditions and will be memorialized in a Resolution at a future date:

1. The construction of internal partitions, exits, entrances and fire safety devices are subject to and require the approval of the fire sub-code official, the fire inspector and the building inspector.

2. The applicant will supply the Chief of Police with an emergency contact list and will also obtain the approval of the Police Chief in regards to all alarms and security devices.

3. There will be no outside storage of equipment/materials. 

4. The applicant will re-letter the existing awning. Proposed signage shall be approved by the landlord and meet Boro Ordinance.
5. The anticipated hours of operation will be Monday thru Saturday from 10:00 am to 7:00 pm.

Certificate of Use

Ms. Roseangela Targia, the applicant, and Mr. Bernard Bacchetta, attorney appeared requesting approval to operate a childcare center for up to 50 children. Ms. Targia testified that she is a certified public school teacher and has filed an application with the State of New Jersey to obtain a license for a child care enter at this location. The children will range in age from two and one-half years to six years of age.
Chairman Hennion read a letter of intent into the record. The anticipated hours of operation will be 7:00 A.M. to 7:00 P.M., Monday through Friday
Ms. Targia stated there are no proposed structural modifications to the overall premises except for the installation of signage and transforming a grassy area into an outdoor playground area for the children.

She indicated that there is more than enough on-site parking to accommodate this use. The business would require approximately 20 parking spaces, and there would be up to six employees on site.
The applicant proposes to install a two feet in height by four feet in length building-attached sign, for a total of eight square feet, which sign will be installed adjacent to the main entrance.  In addition, the Applicant is proposing a freestanding sign two feet in height by three feet in width, for a total of six square feet, which signage will be located within the brick planter area adjacent to Union Boulevard.  The Applicant also proposed a freestanding sign on the Church Street side of the property driveway area between Garfield Place and Washington Place.  The sign, as proposed, would be two feet in height by three feet in length, for a total of six square feet.  However, after Board discussion, the Applicant agreed to reduce the size of this sign to a total of four square feet (two feet in height by two feet in length).  The applicant requires a design waiver pursuant to the Borough Ordinances of the Borough of Totowa because the applicant is installing two freestanding signs in addition to a building-attached sign.  
A motion was offered by Commissioner Campilango and seconded by Commissioner Murphy to approve the application for occupancy as presented. This approval is subject to and contingent upon the following conditions and will be memorialized in a Resolution at a future date:

1. The construction of internal partitions, exits, entrances and fire safety devices are subject to and require the approval of the fire sub-code official, the fire inspector and the building inspector.

2. The applicant will supply the Chief of Police with an emergency contact list and will also obtain the approval of the Police Chief in regards to all alarms and security devices.

3. There will be no outside storage of equipment/materials. 

4. Applicant will install a two feet by four feet or eight square feet building attached sign at the main entrance for the childcare center.  In addition, the applicant will install a two feet in height by three feet in length, a freestanding sign in the brick planter area adjacent to Union Boulevard.  The Applicant will be permitted to install a freestanding sign near the driveway between Garfield Place and Washington Place that will be two feet in height by two feet in length.  In addition, this sign will be located a minimum of 60 inches from the curb.

5. The anticipated hours of operation will be Monday thru Friday from 7:00 am to 7:00 pm.

6. The Applicant will obtain all approvals for a childcare center licensed by the State of New Jersey, Department of Human Services
